(4) Storm shutters ( amado) :

(5) Eaves troughs and drainspouts :

.Make sure that they are not clogged with fallen leaves or dirt.
.Repair any joints or corrosions if necessary.



(6) Fences and walls :

.Repair any cracks or damages in the block wall.
.Repair  and secure the fence ifitis decaying, loose, or shaky.

(7) Miscellaneous :

.Make surethatany sheds, garageroof, poles,andouterwallsare

secure.
.Make sure that the propane gas cylinders are secured to a wall.
.Make sure that the trees and pot plants will not fall.

.Make sure that store panels and vending machines will not fall.
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
